                                    BLUE ISLES SIAMESE NEW PET INSTRUCTIONS

Congratulations on the purchase of your new companion.  We recommend the following care instructions:

1. Keep your new kitten/cat in a SMALL room ( ex. Bathroom or laundry room) when you get them home until they are familiar with you and are eating well.  They will feel more secure there than in a larger space.  Furnish their room with their food/water, bed, toys, scratching post and litter box.  Try leaving the carrier in the room with the door open to provide them with a cozy and safe place to sleep/rest.   Try to spend as much time as you can with your pet, with a lot of short trips going in and out of the room playing and petting them.  When your pet is bonded to you and shows interest in exploring , then start introducing them to the rest of your home.  It would be advisable to keep them in this small room for another week or so while you are away as this will be their safe place.  REMEMBER, going to a new home is your pet’s most stressful life event, and taking this simple step will make that transition much easier and less stressful for your pet.

2. Wait to introduce your new kitten to your pets until after the first week, as the kitten will feel safe and be bonded to you and will be ready to meet their new pet family.  For the first introduction, you may want to place your kitten in a carrier and let the other pets see and smell them while feeling safe.  When both pets seem ready, open the carrier door and allow them to interact with your supervision.  Interactive play in a good diversion when introducing cats.
3. Feeding Recommendations and Instructions: 
     - NEVER  give your pet milk, they can not digest it and don’t need it.  

           -Avoid food with fish flavor as many cats develop allergies to whitefish.

           - An occasional treat of chicken or turkey is okay,  but not in excess.

-Offer your kitten Gerbers chicken baby food, it is great for bonding and as a treat, they love it and can’t resist it!

           - Feed the kitten the following dry food and have it out at  ALL times along with         

            fresh water:

 ** If you are changing dry foods, start after a 1-2 weeks, slowly mix the new food over 7-10 days.  

            -Feed the kitten the following canned food:      

4. Provide your kitten with a scratching post.  If you find your kitten scratching on     

      objects you do not want them to, take a water bottle and give them a quick 

      squirt while saying “No!”  They will learn quickly with this method.    Clip you    

      kittens claws about every two-three weeks to avoid getting the sharp points which 

      can catch on objects and hurt if they scratch you while playing.

5. Provide your kitten with toys, ie balls, fur mice, etc.  Avoid leaving string alone with as the kitten may eat some and cause obstruction in the stomach.

6. Litter type is your preference.  Your kitten is using pine pellets but should adapt to other litters easily.  Use unscented clay or clumping litter as the cats do not like the smell and it can be an irritant to them.  If you use clay litter, use dust free. Plan to sift the litter box daily, cats like a clean litter box and change as needed when soiled.  A great litter box liner is a kitchen size trash bag as it make it easier for you when changing the litter.  

6.  NEVER USE over-the-counter FLEA spray products, they are lethal to kittens.  If you chose to use  
flea control, use safe products from your vet such as Advantage.
